2004 Addendum
Instructions for verifying that a worker’s Social Security number (SSN) match Social Security’s records can be found in the EVS Employer and Third-Party Submitter Instructions (SSA Pub. 20-004).  The following 2004 changes have been made to the internet version of the publication and this addendum page will included with requests for printed copies of the publication:  
1. Page 7 - Paper listings should contain no more than 300 names and Social Security Numbers (SSNs) for verification.

2. Page 13 - A file format change has been made to the output record (File Social Security Sends to Employer) as follows:

The output record is changed to include a death indicator in a one-position, alpha field (position 121) when the SSN verifies and the death may be disclosed.  (Social Security statutes do not allow non-State death information to be disclosed.)

3. Page 14 - The output file for EVS diskette users will now contain matches and
mismatches. Prior to 2004, diskette users received only the name(s) and SSN(s) that did not verify.
