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MALE #1:  . . . Detroit to say that he wanted to make sure that if anybody from the White House should call that he should – he wanted to make his observations very clear.  He believes he won on his Medicare vote.  He said that, you know he may have lost a few votes here and there on civil rights, but the thing that really carried him through was his vote on Medicare.

And it was, as far as he was concerned, a much more meaningful issue in his campaign, than any other single issue.

JOHNSON:  Okay, let’s get on this other.

MALE #1:  All right I will.
